BOY SCOUTS

Boy Scout Troop 2, Scarsdale, has been sponsored by IHM
Church continually since 1938. Its purpose is to deliver a
quality, youth run, patrol method, value based program of
character development and leadership training while de-
livering an exciting and fun outdoor and skill learning ex-
perience employing the precepts embodied in the Boy
Scout Oath and Law aimed at aiding youths in making
ethical decisions and decisions to serve others.

Boy Scouting is available to boys who have completed the
fifth grade, or who are 11 through 17 years old. We have
members from Eastchester, New Rochelle and Yonkers as
well as Scarsdale. Boy Scouts learn first aid and life safety
skills, canoeing, white water rafting, camping, cooking,
backpacking, leadership skills and other outdoor activities.

We have overnight weekend campouts each month from
September to May. We do a canoe trip in the fall and
Whitewater rafting in the spring. The Troop does both win-
ter tent and cabin camping. We do a good turn weekend at
Graymoor each fall and have done so since 1938. We have
a weekend trip in the spring to an interesting location like
Boston’s Freedom trail or Gettysburg or Washington D.C.
In the summer, we have a one week unit camp at the Scout
summer camp in the Adirondacks just north of Lake
Geoge. Every two years or so, those qualified can travel to
the unspoiled BSA Philmont Reservation in New Mexico
for a week of high adventure. To advance in rank as scouts
we earn badges that teach skills like swimming, fire start-
ing, first aid, safe use of knives and axes and all kinds of
useful and exciting skills.

The Library is open to all adults including high school stu-
dents. All that is required is the completion of a registra-
tion form. Books may be borrowed for 3 weeks; videos and
DVDs for 1 week only. Books, videos and DVDs may be re-
turned when the library is closed by slipping them under
the library gate.

Staffing is done by library volunteers who donate 2 hours
of their time once a month. The volunteers order and
process books for circulation. We are always in need of
volunteers. If you wish to help, please give your name and
phone number to a staff member.

The library was originally established through an endow-
ment in memory of Francis and Frances McGrath. The li-
brary has also been supported through occasional used
book sales and individual monetary donations. We gladly
accept any donations. A contribution made as a memorial
is possible and any size donation is always welcome.

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MIDNIGHT RUN

Midnight Run is a volunteer organization dedicated to
finding common ground between the housed and the
homeless. In over 900 relief missions per year, Midnight
Run volunteers from churches, synagogues, schools and
other civic groups distribute food, clothing, blankets and
personal care items to the homeless poor on the streets of
New York City. The late-night relief efforts create a forum
for trust, sharing, understanding and affection. That
human exchange, rather than the exchange of goods, is the
essence of the Midnight Run mission.

Midnight Run is not a solution to homelessness. Our goal
is to forge a bond between housed and homeless people by
establishing a foundation of sharing and caring from
which solutions may evolve. Through Midnight Run, vol-
unteers come to see the homeless as real people, not a com-
modity. And homeless men and women learn that many
mainstream adults and teenagers have commitments and
concerns that go beyond their own lives and families.
There is plenty of need for volunteer help in our prepara-
tions for each Run as well as on the Runs themselves.

It is an excellent way to get kids involved in charitable
work. Kids in the 8" grade and above are eligible to come
on the Runs themselves but the preparation work provides
plenty of opportunities for pre teens — and those who don’t
like the late night. It is an especially good ministry for
groups such as Boy Scouts, Girls Scouts, sports teams,
CCD classes and families to get involved with.

Hours of Activity: At present, IHM sends a group into the
city on a Saturday night every other month but that may
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increase as more people get involved. We have collection
drives, and a clothing sort in advance of each Run, and
food and supply preparation the night of the Run.

RELIGIOUS EDUCATION PROGRAM

Immaculate Heart of Mary Religious Education Program
offers instructions to students in elementary, middle, junior
high school and high school who are members of Immacu-
late Heart of Mary Parish. It offers an eight-year study in
which all Catholic children attending public school are ex-
pected to participate. Courses continue through the four
years of high school which all are encouraged to attend. A
quarter credit is given for each year of participation in the
high school program. Our program offers the opportunity
for students to prepare for the reception of the three sacra-
ments, Confirmation, Eucharist and Penance. Just as sacra-
ments are not isolated events, but rather an integral part of
Christian life each grade in Religious Education adds to
the development of this Christian life. Each year the pro-
gram requires two semesters of classroom instruction, each
grade focusing on one aspect of the Christian Faith.

The Archdiocese has prepared and published Guidelines
for Catechesis for Grades 1-6 and Grades 7 & 8, which will
ensure a clear, and uniform presentation of the faith for
each grade level. The guidelines are not considered a sub-
stitute for the textbook, but will assist the catechist in the
use of the textbook by identifying the essential content to
be taught.
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Catechesis: Immaculate Heart of Mary’s Religious Educa-
tion Program meets all the requirements of the Catechetical
Office of the Archdiocese of New York, and adheres to the
Archdiocesan Guidelines for Catechesis. Our program en-
sures for all the children of our parish a clear and uniform
presentation of the faith in concepts appropriate to each
age level we instruct. The Religious Education Program is
designed to assist parents in their sacred responsibility to
educate their children in their faith. It complements, but
can never replace the responsibility our parents have in
carrying out their responsibilities.

Immaculate Heart of Mary’s Education Program provides
your child with an understanding of the Gospel Message,
the fundamental tenets of the Catholic Faith, and a rela-
tionship of love with Christ through a combination of
classroom study and related out-of-class activities. Our
aim is to provide a loving and caring Christian atmosphere
in which students can grow in sound Christ like attitudes
and values.

Thursday between 10:00 AM and 2:00 PM, and Mondays
and Wednesdays 2:00 PM - 7:00 PM. Class schedule: Mon-
day and Wednesday afternoons between 3:30 and 4:45 for
grades Kindergarten through 4" grade, Monday after-
noons between 5:00 and 6:15 for grades 7 and 8, and
Wednesday afternoons between 5:00 and 6:15 for grades 5
and 6.

They are allowed to
compete against other Scarsdale grammar schools in soc-
cer, basketball, and girl’s softball. They are also able to
participate in football, cheerleading, lacrosse, tennis, golf
and girl’s volleyball. Clinics are made available for
younger grades if a particular sport if team competition
sports are not yet available for their grade.

Our program emphasizes on teaching the necessary funda-
mental and intermediate skills in an environment support-
ive of their efforts, rather than to focus on winning. Our
hope is that learning new skills while having fun will in-
crease confidence, interest and participation, school pride,
teamwork and most of all good sportsmanship!

The IHM Sports Club is involved in many activities that
support our children. Some of the activities include our
Annual Golf Outing, Back- to- School BBQ and the Annual
Awards Breakfast.

Our student athletes each receive a trophy for participating
on a team or in a clinic.

(one boy and one girl) which help defray the cost of their
secondary education.
